HELPING ON THE PTA BOARD AND COMMITTEES:

· The PTA meets once monthly – the second Tuesday of every month at 7 PM for about one hour.  The meetings are typically in the school library, to provide parents the opportunity to plan events, share feedback, and exchange ideas.  Your participation is strongly encouraged!  Supervision for school-age children is provided.  
HELPING AT SCHOOL:
· Cafeteria Helper(s)- Help during the lunch hours M 10:30 to 12:40 and T – F 11 to 1:15.  Work one hour or several helping to monitor the kids. Training will be provided.
· Art Gallery—Several times a year we replace the art hanging in the school. You can help framing and/or hanging either one time or each time the art is changed.

· Clinic Aide—Volunteers as substitutes for the school clinic aide, on an as-needed basis. 

· Copying for Teachers, Staff and PTA material — Materials will be provided with instructions for copying. The schedule is flexible and can be shared.   The machines are easy to use.
· Library Aide — Volunteers help in the library for one or two hours per week.

· Spelling Bee Parent Liaison – Volunteer to organize participation and work with students. 
· Dragon’s Lair Reading Room Aide — Volunteers help in the reading room as needed.

· Mad Science Coordinator and Assistant Teacher — A volunteer to coordinate with Mad Science and one to help out in the classes after school – or someone to do both!
· Glow Lights Sales Coordinator – Volunteer to coordinate the purchase and sale of glow lights at social events.
· Ice Cream Social (September)—Volunteers help serve ice cream and help clean up.

· Gift Wrap Distribution (early November)—PTA’s biggest fundraiser. Volunteers work 1-2 two hour shifts to distribute merchandise to parents.
· Picture Day Helper (one day in fall and one day in spring)—Helpers assist photographers comb hair and keep classes moving in and out of the gym.
· Book Fair (November)—Volunteers work during the day and evening of the book fair to help check out purchasers, help stock books, etc.

· Thanksgiving Meal Helper (November)—Volunteers help the cafeteria workers serve Thanksgiving lunch to students and parents, in 1-2 hour shifts.

· Silent Auction (TBD)—Many volunteers are needed to lead and help coordinate prior to the auction and the evening of the auction.

· Creative Kids Drama Coordinator and Assistant Teacher – A volunteer needed to coordinate with Creative Kids Drama and one to help out in classes after school – or someone to do both!
· Movie Night, Game Night or Family Dance (February/March) —Coordinators and volunteers to run events.

· Bingo Night (February)—Coordinator and volunteers to organize and run event.

· International Night (April or May)—Coordinator and volunteers to run event.
· Annual Picnic (June)—Coordinator and volunteer to run event.

· Sixth Grade Recognition (June) – Sixth grade parents are needed to help organize the recognition program.  Fifth grade parents are needed to help set up, serve, and clean up for the reception held after the recognition program.
 
HELPING AT HOME:
· Baked Goods- Throughout the year volunteers make baked goods, such as cakes, cookies, or muffins, etc., as needed for school-related activities.  (Store-bought is ok, too!)
· Reading Program—Volunteers help the Camelot Reading Resource Teacher in assembling reading enrichment assignments for students. 

· Luther Jackson MS and Falls Church HS Liaisons – Volunteers to work with other schools.
· Directory Advertising – Volunteers to seek out business to advertise in the Camelot Student Directory.
